Muralidharan Pillai is better known
as Murali Pillai or, for many in Bukit
Batok, Ah Mu.

Married to Dr N. Gowri, a geog-
raphy teacher, he’s a family man with twin
16-year-old sons and two daughters between
6 and 8. His wife's parents live with them.
“Our house is never quietl My mother-inlaw
has six sisters, most of whom are housewives,
so we get lots of help.”

He says his mother-in-law is a great cook,
but she recently lost her leg as a result of her
diabetes. “In retrospect, it was avoidable.” He
thinks it probably prompted him to make the
needs of the elderly, particularly in relation to
health, one of his three priorities when he took
office.

One of the first things he did was set up a
Healthcare Task Force with education as its
primary aim. Volunteers working with Jurong
Health and The Good Life Co-op help the el-
derly better understand their ailments and how
fo treat them.

He also wants to scale up the existing com-
munity healthcare. “A health screening on its
own is of limited use. It has to be done on a
regular basis.” And it has to be followed up,
he said — linked with referrals to clinics, doc-
tors, support groups.

A final task he's given his volunteers is to
help the elderly by providing items like adult
diapers, catheters, disposable pyjamas, at
lower prices.

His second priority is finding jobs for resi-
dents, PMEs included. “The community leaders
in Bukit Batok are a special lot. Highly dedi-
cated. Successful in their careers. Volunteering
because they want to contribute back to the
society.”

He described how he is leveraging on this
talent pool. “If we can’t match what they want,
we suggest how they can ‘retool’ themselves.”
For one of the many IT jobs available in bank-
ing right now, for example.

This volunteer job-finding scheme is a good
example of Ah Mu's belief that the better-off
can - and should - help the less fortunate.
“We must always remain inclusive — a compas-
sionate society where we respect and help one
another.”

Which brings us to his third priority: mentor-
ing at-risk children and youths. “We must make
sure that our children can be the best that they
